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WHAT YOU NEED TO GET MARRIED IN CORFU:
CIVIL WEDDING
1. Photocopy of passport. (2 copies for each person)
2. Birth certificate with apostille stamp. (*translated) (1 copy  for each person) 

3. Certificate of NO IMPEDIMENT with apostille stamp. (*translated) (1 copy  for each person)
4. Divorce certificate with apostille stamp. (*translated) (1 copy  to whom applies)
5. Newspaper announcement. Arranged by NEXT Holidays

 *The translations can be also arranged through our wedding department of NEXT Holidays.
IMPORTANT NOTES: 

· The originals and not photocopies are required. They must be stamped and approved by THE HAGUE CONVENTION APOSTILLE. 
· IMPORTANT: The Town Hall will take about 8 days to grant the license.
· If your country does not belong to the Hague treaty then further investigation is necessary. 

     SOME CLARIFICATIONS:
· The letter of NO IMPEDIMENT is a paper which states that you are free to marry; ie. You are not still married or not "quite divorced" from a previous marriage. This document can be obtained at your local municipality or council. 
· The APOSTILLE is nothing more than a verification from your town hall or Greek Consul which states that the papers are indeed valid. The Apostilled stamp MUST state "Apostille" and have your name on it. 
OTHER CONDITIONS 

· The wedding couple must be at least 8 working days prior to the wedding date on the island of Corfu and 1 working day after the wedding date.  Please talk to us for further information regarding booking a suitable date for your wedding.
· Two witnesses are required at the wedding. Please note that passports are needed. 
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
